To apply for a state 4-H partial scholarship to attend this camp you must submit the following by May 2, 2016:

1. The completed Camper Application.

2. A letter of recommendation from your county MSU Extension 4-H staff member.
3. A letter requesting scholarship funds addressed to the “4-H Great Lakes Camp Director.” In the letter, be sure to include:
a. Why you’d like to attend this camp.
b. Your experience and/or leadership in natural resources and environmental education activities (if applicable).
• Describe how you’d use your 4-H Great Lakes & Natural Resources Camp experience to benefit environmental programs in your county.

• Tell us anything else you would like us to know about why you feel you qualify for a scholarship.

c. If your family qualifies for free or reduced lunches at school and/or if your family qualifies for any other forms of state or federal support (food stamps, etc.)

If you are selected to receive a state 4-H Great Lakes & Natural Resources Camp scholarship, you will be notified when you are accepted to camp. The scholarship will be deducted from your camp fee balance due May 27.

Participation in Michigan 4-H programs is subject to the observance of the program rules. Any participant who knowingly violates this Code of Conduct is subject to discipline, up to and including removal from the activity he or she is participating in (at his or her own expense) or the entire 4-H program. Determination of disciplinary action shall be done with input from the volunteers and staff overseeing the program or activity. Final decisions about discipline will be made by the MSU Extension staff.

Michigan 4-H members will:

· Under no circumstances, bring dangerous or unauthorized materials (such as explosives, weapons or similar items) to an MSU Extension 4-H youth activity or event.

· Abstain from harassment or bullying of another participant, volunteer or staff member (either in face to face interactions, through social media or other communication venues), particularly when the behavior is disrespectful as regards a person’s gender, race, age, sexual orientation, religion, national origin, disability, political beliefs, marital status, family status, or veteran status, or appearance.
